· If providing care to twelve or more children, you must have one separate indoor recreation area
· If caring for children with intellectual and developmental disabilities, you must provide a room for physical and occupational therapy if prescribed by physician. If the facility does not have this room, it must be arranged for these therapies outside of the facility. 

Additional room requirements for medically fragile children younger than six years
· If licensed for more than twelve, you must provide separate safe play areas for children less than one year and not walking
· Children less than one year must be cared for in rooms/areas separate from older children
· No more than eight children younger than one year of age may be in a room at the same time
