Measuring PCI/CWB: HFPI and PICCOLO

• 29 items – 4 PCI domains
• Observation based – 10 minute activity
• Start at 4 months; measurements 4-6 months 

apart
• PAT and MIECHV recognized
• Can be used with parents for goal setting around 

responsive parenting
• 3 point scale (0=absent; 1=brief/emerging; 

2=strong/frequent)

Affection Encouragement
Responsiveness Teaching

Social Support

Problem Solving

Depression

Personal Care

Mobilizing Resources

Role Satisfaction

Parent/Child Interaction

Home Environment

Parenting Efficacy

• 63 items – 9 parenting domains
• Questionnaire – 20 minutes
• Start at birth; measurements 6 months apart
• PAT recognized
• Outcome measures for home visiting with practice 

utility
• 5 point scale (1=rarely; 2=a little of the time; 3=some of the 

time; 4=a good part of the time; 5= always/most of the time)

Parenting Interactions with Children: Checklist of 
Observations Linked to Outcomes



What Questions Is the Pilot Aiming to Answer
• What outcomes are the best fit for PAT?

• Meaningful to home visitors and caregivers
• Measurable with accessible data
• Relevant to DCYF goals
• Have room for improvement

• Which assessment tools are 
• Most accurate and reliable in capturing program success?
• Useful for home visitors in supporting families?
