Denominator Number of children enrolled in home visiting 

Missing Number of enrolled children missing date of birth or 
missing information on early language and literacy activities 

Young children whose family members read, sing, and/or tell 
stories to them most days of the week are much more likely to 
be healthy and ready to learn than children in families that 
engage in these activities less frequently; this finding holds true 
even when accounting for other socio-demographic 
characteristics (Paschall et al., 2020)
