GHS and EGCC serve young people with minimum, medium,

and maximum-Security Classifications; CFs serve qualifying individuals with minimum security

classifications, and CTS serves qualifying individuals of all classification. Placement decisions in CFs and

CTS are made through a multi-display team review process.
