Which form should I use to document postpartum care? 

Step 1: Use the Healthcare Services Form. 

• When to ask: Assess at one point in time per eligible family per enrollment.  

• Once the child is born, the Healthcare Services Form should be entered under the 

child instead of the client. 

         
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

MIECHV Measure: Percent of birthing persons enrolled in home visiting prenatally or 

within 30 days after delivery who received a postpartum visit with a healthcare 

provider within 8 weeks of delivery. 

Instructions: 

Home visitors should collect data on the completion of postpartum visit and the postpartum visit date 

(if applicable). 

Data Requirements: Family enrollment date, exit date (if applicable), child date of birth, postpartum 

health visit completed, postpartum health visit date (if applicable). 
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Step 2: On the Healthcare Services Form, record the client’s response(s) to Question 1. 

• The instruction for collecting data for postpartum care measure is using the 

healthcare services form to record client’s answer to question 1.  Answer ‘‘Yes’’ 

and “1-8 week postpartum” should be selected if the mother completed a 

postpartum visit on or before 8 weeks after delivery. 

• Enter this data for under the child.
